“Not Born With It”

Theresa Deisher, Ph.D., of Sound Choice Pharmaceutical
Institute (SCPI), reported in October 2017 that a clinical
trial at Duke University demonstrated that the majority of
children diagnosed with autism spectrum disorder (ASD)
are not born with it. The team treated 25 children with ASD
with their own banked umbilical cord blood. “Two thirds of
the children treated with their own umbilical cord blood
improved in social communication, use of expressive vo-
cabulary, and eye-tracking measures. Some of the children
had dramatic improvements so that autism no longer con-
sumes 75% of their family’s daily routine, but now only
10%.” Studies over the past decade have shown that 60-
70% of “children diagnosed with simplex ASD have de no-
vo gene mutations that damage critical genes needed for
metabolism, cell-cell signaling, and other important cell
functions. The mutations that have been found in children
with ASD were found by sequencing the DNA in the child’s
whole blood. De novo gene mutations are mutations that are
not present in either parent’s whole blood. The scientific
community has assumed, without doing any studies, that the
de novo gene mutations must have occurred in the egg,
sperm, or during early in-utero development. Dawson and
team’s recent clinical trial treating children with ASD with
their own umbilical cord blood reveals the danger of errone-
ous conclusions and misguided research focus when scien-
tists make assumptions without doing the research to prove
their assumptions.

“This clinical trial clearly shows us that the mutations
found in the whole blood of children with ASD must have
occurred after birth. What this means is that research should
be focused on identifying environmental damage that hap-
pens after birth that leads to the mutations most scientists
accept as the cause of the symptoms of autism.

“Autism is now a worldwide epidemic. Recently reported
rates for India are that autism affects 1 in 68 children. Rates
of autism in Africa, Asia, and Southeast Asia are almost as
high as in the US and EU. Autism struck third world coun-
tries right after humanitarian vaccination campaigns in those
countries took place. The Duke University study should be a
wake-up call to all of us. The primary trigger for the world-
wide autism epidemic must be an environmental exposure
that occurs after birth. The commonality among children
around the world is that they are now almost universally
vaccinated with measles vaccines that are manufactured
using human fetal cells and contaminated with human fetal
DNA fragments that are well established as inducers of de
novo gene mutations.” (SCPI is the only organization doing
the hard research to determine the environmental trigger for
autism to protect our children and prevent future incidence
of vaccine-induced brain injury. SCPI, along with AVM
Biotechnology are working to provide parents with promis-
ing affordable treatments, and hopefully, cures for these
children. See Soundchoice.org for more information.)

Post Abortion Study

A study led by Priscilla K. Coleman, Professor of Human
Development and Family Studies at Bowling Green State
University in Ohio, was recently published in the Journal
of American Physicians and Surgeons. The study found that
"73.8% of women with a history of abortion surveyed ad-
mitted that they experienced at least subtle forms of pres-
sure to terminate their pregnancies. More than half of the
women reported that the perceived pressure was great
enough to significantly influence their decision to abort. Of
the 987 women surveyed, more than half (58.3%) indicated
that they decided to abort to make others happy. Nearly
30% of survey respondents admitted that they were afraid
that they would lose their partner if they failed to terminate
their pregnancy...the study also found that 2/3 of the wom-
en knew in their hearts that abortion was wrong. Two-thirds
also said that the decision to terminate their pregnancies
was one of the hardest decisions of their lives.” These
anonymous surveys came from women seeking post-
abortion counseling services at crisis pregnancy centers
across the US. “While the findings are not representative of
all women in the US who have had an abortion, they never-
theless reveal a significant real and widespread problem
among many post-abortive women in America...Survey
respondents were asked open-ended questions about what
they perceived to be the biggest positives and negatives of
their abortion decision. Most women could not note any-
thing positive about their past abortions...53.6% indicated
no positive response or simply left the question blank. Most
of the remaining women in the survey noted that their abor-
tion experience eventually helped them to grow stronger
spiritually...Others noted that it had motivated them to en-
gage in pro-life or crisis pregnancy work.” Negative conse-
quences reported included depression, guilt, shame, self-
hatred, feelings of being unworthy of love, drug or alcohol
addiction, low self-esteem, anxiety, and thoughts or at-
tempts of suicide. “These findings are even more striking
given that the vast majority of women included in the study
were believed to have been psychologically healthy prior to
their first abortion. Only 6.6% of women surveyed self-
reported having used prescription medication for mental
health reasons prior to their first abortion. Following their
first abortion, however, 51% reported using such medica-
tion.

“Pro-abortion activists have long claimed that abortion
empowers women to make decisions about their fertility.
But the findings of Professor Coleman’s study indicate that
rather than feeling ‘empowered’ by their decision to have
an abortion, they were in fact pressured into a decision that
was not in line with their values and wants. Worse still, the
consequences of their abortions have been detrimental to
their psychological and emotional health and well-
being.” (Jonathan Abbamonte, Population Research Review,
March/April 2018)




" FEDERAL LEGISLATION
On March 23, the $1.3T Consolidated
w4 Appropriations Act, HR.1625 (aka Omnibus
"« 88 Bill) was signed by the President. It was in-
troduced in Congress on March 20, and used
parts of other pending Budget bills. No
Amendments were allowed. {House: King, Meeks, Rice
-Yea ||| Suozzi, Zeldin - Nay Senate: Schumer -Yea ||| Gil-
librand — Nay} Some pro-life items, pending in real ap-
propriation bills (ex. HR.3354), were negotiated away ‘in
the back room’, such as: The Conscience Protection Act,
the repeal of D.C.’s Assisted Suicide law, and repeal of
the Johnson Amendment (limiting tax-exempt’s political
action). The funding for abstinence education went up
~33%, but Planned Parenthood continued to get funding.

PP may see a cut in their 7itle X ‘family planning’
funds due to a recent HHS rule change. Pro-life Trump
appointee Valerie Huber has final say over Title X funds.

Former Rep. Mike Pompeo, nominee for Sec. of State,
had a pro-life voting record in Congress. Departing Sec.
Tillerson was thanked by 197 groups “...for supporting a
proper understanding of international human rights in the
forthcoming State Department’s annual Human Rights
Report...” (By not including abortion as a Human Right.)

Last October, the President broadened exemptions to
the ObamaCare abortifacient/sterilization/contraceptive
Mandate, for employers with religious / moral objec-
tions. Several States sued the Fed. Government. In mid-
March, a U.S. Dist. Court judge ruled against Massachu-
setts’ suit, saying the Commonwealth hadn’t proven the
rule causes ‘injury’.

SCOTUS heard oral arguments March 20 on N/FLA
v. Becerra. California’s ‘FACT Act’ forces Pregnancy
Help Centers (like NIFLA) to post signs telling women
where they can get State funded abortions, claiming the
Centers “manipulate and deceive” women. The Centers
say the sign rules violate 1st Amendment protected
speech rights.

On April 2, SCOTUS decided they will not review the
gag order on some of David Daleiden’s covert videos.

Update on Jane Doe II, the pregnant, unadmitted mi-
nor, age 14, who no longer wants an abortion (See April
LN, p3) Jane saw Fed. Dist. Judge Olvera on March 9,
saying she doesn’t want an abortion. Olvera dismissed
Jane’s case, chiding the Federal Govt. for delaying the
case. (Olvera was the one who sent the case back to State
Court, on Feb. 12.)

The Texas AG’s Office is reviewing Jane Doe II’s
legal team, the Garzas. Mr. Garza was her attorney, to
seek her wishes in Court. Ms. Garza was her guardian, to
seek her ‘best interest’. Texas law says one person can’t
serve in both roles. Are spouses acceptable? The Garzas
came from the pro-abortion Janes Due Process organiza-
tion. Ms. Garza was part of the Jane Doe case last Oct.,
where an unadmitted minor, agel7, was taken for her
abortion a day earlier than what the Court was told. The
Federal Government cried fou!/, and appealed to

SCOTUS. A ruling from the Supreme Court is expected
on this. (LN, Dec 2017 p3)

In mid-March, HHS Sec. Azar confirmed the policy of
choosing life affirming options for pregnant illegal mi-
nors. On April 3 US Dist. Court Judge Chutkan issued a
preliminary injunction against HHS’s policy of ‘blocking
abortions’. The Administration can appeal.

On March 14, the five Red Rose Rescuers in Michigan
received “unprecedented” sentences. They must stay 500
feet from all abortuaries, can’t talk to each other, must
pay fines up to $1700, (including $ to the “Women’s Ctr.”
they entered), do 8 days of court chosen community ser-
vice, and stay away from anyone involved in law break-
ing. (Lawyers claim we all break laws daily.) The five say
they will not pay the abortionist, and could face up to 120
days in jail.

A Rocklin Calif. HS teacher was put on a brief ‘paid
leave’ after she lead a class discussion asking, “would
school officials be OK with a 17-minute student walkout
to protest abortion?” Some students at the school are now
organizing such a walkout, at 11:00am on April 11.

Neonatal Care: An article in Bioethics (1/25/18) by
Manya J. Hendriks and John D. Lantos brings atten-
tion to the widely differing policies regarding the treat-
ment of premature babies in neonatal care units world-
wide. The authors argued that babies born between 22
and 25 weeks gestation can survive and develop
healthily if given adequate treatment. However, treat-
ment is often withheld when the child is born prior to
25 weeks gestation. In France and the Netherlands,
units typically don’t intervene when the child is born
prior to 24 weeks gestation. In North America, treat-
ment policies vary greatly. The authors state that esti-
mated-gestation age-based policies are “contrary to
both medical norms and to most theories of justice.”
They argue for an “individual approach” to treatment:
“The criteria for limiting treatment in preemies, as in
any patient group, should include a combination of (a)
poor prognosis for survival, (b) likelihood of unac-
ceptable disabilities, (c) burdens of treatment, (d) costs
and cost-effectiveness, and (¢) informed consent and
shared decision-making with parents. A just system
would apply those criteria to all patient groups. Our
current approach of denying treatment to some prema-
ture babies when it is provided in situations where it is
less cost-effective to patients with a worse prognosis is
unjust...We assert that newborns, even those born
prematurely, are full-fledged members of the human
community and have the same right to treatment as
other humans. This entails giving extreme preterm ba-
bies the best possible chance to life. Policies and prac-
tices that limit treatment based on gestational age
alone violate this basic principle of justice.” (Xavier
Symons, Bioedge.org, 4/7/18)

Down Syndrome Abortions: Ruth Marcus recently
wrote in an op-ed piece in the Washington Post that
laws banning the abortion of children diagnosed with
Down Syndrome were “unenforceable, unconstitution-
al —and wrong,” and the decision to terminate should
“be left to individual women, not to government offi-
cials who believe they know best.” George F. Will re-
sponded that the real “Down Syndrome problem” is
the “ethical complacency” resulting in the abortion of
Down children worldwide. Will described Iceland’s
near 100% abortion rate of children with Downs as a
form of “genocide”. Journalism lecturer Tim J.
McGuire argued, that while abortion decisions should
remain an individual choice, the decision to abort a
Downs child is “just plain wrong...Everybody is dif-
ferent in some way, and everybody has a special con-
tribution to make to the world. We enter dangerous

ground when we decide some gifts are worth exalting
and others are worth destroying.” Neil Skjoldal of
Trinity International University wrote, “when we de-
cide who to treat as people, we dehumanize

all.” (Xavier Symons, Bioedge.org, 4/7/18)

Whole Genome Sequencing of Babies: The Nuffield
Council on Bioethics published a briefing note on
whole genome sequencing of babies. The UK’s Na-
tional Health Service is using whole genome se-
quencing. It will also become available commercial-
ly. Large amounts of genetic information can be re-
vealed. How this information is interpreted, shared
with parents, stored, and used by others is of concern.
Whole genome sequencing can be used to diagnose a
seriously ill baby, or to predict how a baby will re-
spond to medicine. It can also be used to predict the
chances of developing a disease later in life, as well
as genetic factors that could affect future siblings.
The information can also be contributed to genetic
disease research databases. The briefing note con-
cluded that whole genome and exome sequencing has
the potential to improve the care and treatment of se-
riously ill babies. However, how the data is stored,
accessed and used requires further public considera-
tion. Looking for a broad range of conditions and
traits in babies who are not ill is not acceptable. Un-
fortunately, this information might be accessed com-
mercially in the future. Professor Dave Archard,
Chair of the Nuffield Council on Bioethics stated,
“We need to think carefully about how we handle the
sensitive information that can be revealed. Babies do
not get a say in this, making it especially important
that they, and others, are not disadvantaged in their
future lives by a decision taken at birth. We need to
make sure there are opportunities for public consider-
ation of the challenges.” (Michael Cook, Bi-
oedge.org, 4/7/18)

Medical Conscience: Wesley J. Smith argues that we
all have a stake in medical conscience laws. There
would be a talent drain if “we force health-care pro-
fessionals to violate their moral beliefs. Experienced
doctors and nurses might well take [Ezekiel] Emanu-
el’s advice and get out of medicine — while talented
young people who could add so much to the field
may avoid entering health-care professions altogeth-
er...Medical conscience allows...dissenting medical
professionals to stay true to their own moral and reli-
gious beliefs.”
