June Postcard Campaigns - Reaching into Long Island homes:

Postcards with the message "Not everyone is feeling good about their abortion experience" were mailed from the LI Coali-
tion for Life to more than 22,000 homes in Suffolk with a female resident aged 30-31 or 40-41 years old. The postcard
pointed out that abortion can adversely affect mothers, fathers, siblings, grandparents and other relatives of the aborted ba-
by as well as healthcare workers involved in the abortion industry. The card included several resources for post-abortion
healing.

The LICL Educational Trust also repeated a 'special needs' postcard campaign; this time the cards were mailed to house-
holds in Nassau County. The message was directed at upholding the dignity of unborn children even if they are diagnosed
with a genetic disease such as Down syndrome. The card included the Jerome Lejeune Foundation (lejeuncusa.org) as a
resource for help.

We are grateful to our donors who have enabled the LI Coalition for Life to bring a pro-life message into more than
140,000 homes the past couple of years. For many of these recipients, the postcard may have been the first positive piece
of pro-life material they received.

UNICEF - It’s that time of year again

Before donating to UNICEF, please pause to consider the
following:

The United Nations Children’s Fund (UNICEF) is a UN
organization that is, according to its website, “on a mission
to reach every child and ensure their well-being, no matter
where they live in this world. There’s no limit to the lengths
UNICEEF will go, the risks we’ll take or the depth of our
commitment to save children’s lives. We are committed to
take action, save, rehabilitate and watch over children, with
special attention to the most vulnerable and excluded
groups.”

In May 2016, UNICEF Canada pushed for assisted
suicide and euthanasia for children, arguing that it con-
formed with the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child.
Manitoba Senator Don Plett stated; “[the UN General As-
sembly mandated UNICEF] to advocate for the protection
of children’s rights, to help them meet their basic needs, and
to expand their opportunities to reach their full potential. Do
you not see a major problem with the consideration of al-
lowing vulnerable children to request assisted death? Have
these children...reached their full potential?” UNICEF Can-
ada’s policy director Marvin Bernstein stated, “Children
who are experiencing irremediable conditions, intolerable
and enduring suffering...should have the right when they
reach a point of sufficient maturity to make some
determinations for themselves.”

UNICEF has called for Legal Abortion in the
Dominican Republic, Peru, Nicaragua, the Philippines, and
other countries worldwide. In 2007, UNICEEF joined
Planned Parenthood International and the UN’s population
control arm UNFPA in sponsoring a women’s conference,
1/3 of which was dedicated to promoting abortions. Carol
Bellamy was executive director of UNICEF from 1995 until
2005. During her tenure, UNICEF became a more direct
force behind the promotion of abortion and abortifacient
contraceptives worldwide. UNICEF has called for the right
of children to confidential sexual and reproductive health
services and information — access to ‘safe abortion’ and the
morning after pill. Susan Yoshihara, Ph.D. writes for the
Center for Family & Human Rights (C-FAM) and stated,
“UNICEF’s former mission of promoting child survival
allowed the agency to prioritize such issues, but when it
adopted a rights-based approach in 1986, it effectively had
to emphasize equally all the rights contained in the Chil-
dren’s convention as well as the Women’s convention.”
Controversy has resulted since then.

Healing the Shockwaves of Abortion
SEPTEMBER: Families
The Shockwaves Campaign has discussed abortion’s im-
pact on the parents, grandparents, siblings, extended family,
and others who were intimately involved in abortion deci-
sions and procedures. Here this is pulled all together to look
at abortion’s impact on family life:
1. Secrets surrounding the abortion are damaging, foster
mistrust between family members, and prevent those hurt-
ing from seeking healing.
2. Abortion can fracture family relationships and at the
very least it is that very large elephant in the room no one
can acknowledge. Yet the symptoms continue to be ex-
pressed by a grandmother’s sleep disturbance; a grandfa-
ther’s need for anxiety medication; a daughter struggling
with addiction; or a son with affairs plaguing his marriage.
3. When parents are weakened emotionally, spiritually and
relationally, how are the children impacted? When we look
across our nation and see the epidemic of single- parent
families, failed marriages and over-medicated children in
problem schools, we have to factor in the abortion connec-
tion as a contributor.
4. Just as healing can restore the emotional and spiritual
health of the individual, so it can be an important factor in
developing more intimate and satisfying marriage and fami-
ly relationships. We know that the welfare of children and a
stable healthy parental presence in the home are closely
connected.

Acknowledging abortion loss can provide an avenue for
deep emotional and spiritual healing that can serve as the
framework to build on and address other important issues

that will strengthen families.

- | FEDERAL LEGISLATION
The American Health Care Act, the long-
, promised ObamaCare repeal & replace,
(HR.1628), passed the House on May 4. Since
ae then, the Senate has failed, more than once, to
pass its own version of the bill. On July 25,
with VP Pence casting a tie-breaking vote, the
Senate voted to consider a ‘repeal only’ bill. The next day,
they voted it down. On July 28, they voted against a ver-
sion that would repeal the medical device tax, end the man-
date that everyone must buy medical insurance, and the
mandate that most employers must offer insurance. An oft
cited reason for voting Nay is the Congressional Budget
Office claim that 16M - 23M people would “lose
healthcare.” Supporters claim these are people who will
drop their policies, if the law allowed. Talks continue, all
of which revolve around government designed medical
policies. (Note: LICL objects to ObamaCare because parts
in it include abortion coverage and abortifacient/
sterilization/contraception coverage at taxpayer expense,
and direct or implicit limiting of care to vulnerable popula-
tions such as sick newborns and terminally ill.)
HR.1628 is a ‘Reconciliation Bill’, which only needs 51
votes to pass the Senate. All versions of the bill thus far
were said to include a Planned Parenthood defund.

Charlie Gard died on July 28 in the U.K., where the
Government-run National Health Service has determined
medical care for decades. On April 11, a judge approved
removing the seriously ill infant from life support, against
his parents’ wishes. Disturbingly, the NHS hospital said, "a
world where only parents speak and decide for children and
where children have no separate identity or rights and no
court to hear and protect them is far from the world in
which [the London hospital] treats its child patients." The
hospital was claiming to be speaking for, and protecting,
the child’s ‘separate identity and rights’ by allowing him to
die, in spite of his parents ‘emotionally clouded’ desire to
attempt an experimental treatment. A U.S. specialist could
not examine Charlie until July, and reportedly said the in-
fant was no longer in a condition to benefit from the exper-
imental treatment. The parents began the process of re-
questing the treatment last November. The hospital refused
to allow Charlie to die at home. Pundits point out that this
is the logical result of thinking rights are ‘grants’ from gov-
ernment, not God-given and unalienable. [See: american-
thinker.com 7/16 & lifenews.com 7/28]

Attorney General Jeff Sessions has ended the Justice
Department practice of allowing defendants to “donate”
money to “non-victim entities” [possibly anti-life groups],
rather than pay the government a bigger fine. Critics said
this amounted to a ‘slush fund’. Now, donations may only
go to victims, or the Treasury. [See LN, May 2017 p3]

On July 24, First Liberty Institute lawyers met with the
Office of Management & Budget, urging them to adopt the
revised (conscience protecting) HHS Mandate that was
leaked to the Media on May 23. /LN, Jul/Aug 2017 p3]

The Guidestar website lists in-depth info on most every
501c tax exempt entity. Recently, using a list from the
Southern Poverty Law Center, they labeled 46 groups, such
as pro-life Family Research Council and ADF, as “hate
groups.” SPLCs Mark Potok said in a 2008 speech “...our
aim in life is to destroy these groups...”

Undercover PP videographers David Daleiden & Sandra
Merrit still face civil and criminal charges. California State
Judge Hite dismissed most criminal counts against the pair,
then California State Attorney General Beccera resubmitted
amended charges (Hite has doubts re the charges against
Merritt). Also, Federal Judge Orrick held David, his criminal
lawyers, and the Center for Medical Progress in civil con-
tempt for violating a gag order. (Fine = $137,000 to Nat’l
Abortion Fed.) David will appeal the fine. He and Merritt
were in court Aug. 24, asking that criminal charges be
dropped. (This issue of Life News went to print prior to Aug.
24). The Thomas More Society says pursuing concurrent
civil and criminal cases is resulting in many procedural con-
flicts.

CRISPR/Cas9 Technology
Gene Editing — Eugenics?

American and Korean scientists published an article in
Nature announcing they successfully edited a single gene in
human embryos. Lauran Neergaard reported at AP that
“researchers safely repaired a disease-causing gene
[MYBPC3] in human embryos, targeting a heart defect best
known for killing young athletes — a big step toward one
day preventing a list of inherited diseases... a research team
led by Oregon Health & Science University reported that
embryos can help fix themselves if scientists jump-start the
process early enough...Previous embryo-editing attempts in
China found not every cell was repaired, a safety concern
called mosaicism. Beginning the process before fertilization
avoided that problem.”

Neergaard reported, “The team programmed a gene-
editing tool, named CRISPR-Cas9, that acts like a pair of
molecular scissors to find that mutation — a missing piece
of genetic material... Researchers injected sperm from a
patient with the heart condition along with those molecular
scissors into healthy donated eggs at the same time. The
scissors cut the defective DNA in the sperm. Normally cells
will repair a CRISPR-induced cut in DNA by essentially
gluing the ends back together. Or scientists can try deliver-
ing the missing DNA in a repair package, like a computer’s
cut-and-paste program. Instead, the newly forming embryos
made their own perfect fix without that outside help, report-
ed Oregon Health & Science University senior researcher
Shoukhrat Mitalipov.” Neergaard continued, “It worked
72% of the time, in 42 out of 58 embryos. Normally a sick
parent has a 50-50 chance of passing on the mutation.”

Mitalipov, stated, “Every generation on would carry this
repair because we’ve removed the disease-causing gene
variant from that family’s lineage. By using this technique,
it’s possible to reduce the burden of this heritable disease
on the family and eventually the human population.”
Mitalipov also stated that until now, “everybody was inject-
ing too late.” According to Neergaard, the researchers stat-
ed that “intense testing [did not] uncover any ‘off-target’
errors [or] cuts to DNA in the wrong places...The embryos
weren’t allowed to develop beyond eight cells, a standard
for laboratory research. The experiments were privately
funded; US tax dollars aren’t allowed for embryo research.”

Victoria Aitken reported at the Daily Mail, “It has the
potential to revolutionize medicine and could lead to the
eradication of inherited diseases such as cystic fibrosis and
breast cancer. Campaigners warned however that it might
also open the door to ‘superior designer babies’ with genes
modified to improve physical appearance, strength or even
intelligence.” Dr. David King of Human Genetics Alert
stated, “What concerns me most is that we will start making
babies to order, and then expecting them to perform accord-
ing to the way we have genetically designed them...That is
because the nuclear DNA at the heart of a cell, which these
scientists tweaked, also determines personal characteristics.
This raises the prospect of genetically engineered
‘superheroes’ made to be more athletic or extra intelligent
at the request of parents...But the researchers have edited
only a single gene so far, using a technique which has still
to be proven to work in babies rather than just embryos.”

Neergard said,”” germline’ changes — altering sperm,

eggs, or embryos — are controversial because they would
be permanent, passed down to future generations.” She
noted that “genetics and ethics experts not involved in the
work say it’s a critical first step — but just one step — to-
ward eventually testing the process in pregnancy, some-
thing currently prohibited by US policy. “This is very ele-
gant lab work, but it’s moving so fast that society needs to
catch up and debate how far it should go,” said Johns Hop-
kins University bioethicist Jeffrey Kahn. And lots more
research is needed to tell if it’s really safe, added Britain’s
Robin Lovell-Badge. He and Kahn were part of a National
Academy of Sciences report earlier this year that said if
germline editing ever were allowed, it should be only for
serious diseases with no good alternatives and done with
strict oversight. “What we do not want is for rogue clini-
cians to start offering treatments” that are unproven...
Among key questions: Would the technique work if mom,
not dad, harbored the mutation? Is repair even possible if
both parents pass on a bad gene? ...Mitalipov said the re-
search should offer critics some reassurance: If embryos
prefer self-repair, it would be extremely hard to add traits
for ‘designer babies’ rather than just eliminate disease,
“All we did is un-modify the already mutated gene.””

Sciencenews.org reported on 7/5/17 that genes associat-
ed with coronary artery disease are also linked to fertlhty,
as well as fetal development and survival. “A June 22™
report in PLOS Genetics showed a genetic connection be-
tween reproduction and heart disease. The Scien-
cenews.org article concluded, “This study may be a warn-
ing for gene therapy, since it suggests there are many ge-
netic connections between different bodily functions that
scientists don’t yet understand...If scientists want to treat
coronary artery disease by editing a person’s DNA, it’s
important to know what other traits might be affected. The
new findings also raise questions about the various func-
tions of other disease-related genes...For instance, a future
study could examine whether genes associated with cancer
have any hidden evolutionary benefits.” Sciencenews.org
also reported on 7/20/17 that resistance to CRISPR gene
drives occurred at high rates in experiments with fruit flies.

Michael Cook commented at Bioedge.org 8/5/17, “For
others, creating and destroying human embryos for re-
search is itself anathema. In this experiment, dozens of
embryos were created, and all were destroyed before they
had grown beyond a few days. But everyone recognized
the potential for a new generation of eugenics, which has
so long been under the shadow of the Nazis’ discredited
ideology. David Albert Jones, of the UK’s Anscombe In-
stitute, penned a withering critique, Unethical research
with eugenic goals. “The whole rationale for this experi-
ment is to take a step towards genetic modification as an
assisted reproductive technology. We are manufacturing
new human beings for manipulation and quality control,
and experimenting on them with the aim of forging greater
eugenic control over human reproduction. This is not a
case of using bad means for a good end, but of bad means
to a worse end.””

Wesley Smith questioned at LifeNews.com on 7/27/17
“So are we going to just watch, slack-jawed, the double-
time march to Brave New World unfold before our eyes?
Or are we going to engage democratic deliberation to de-
termine if this should be done, and if so, what the parame-
ters are? ...Mr. President: We need a presidential bioeth-
ics/biotechnology commission now!”
